Peering Policy

Thank you for your interest in peering with our network (AS152865).
We maintain an open peering policy and welcome interconnection to
improve the global Internet.

Routing Policy

 We operate a No-Transit policy. We won't provide transit
services for our peers.

« We won't re-advertise routes learned from a peer to any of our
upstream transit providers.

« As an academic organization, please only advertise your own
routes and the routes of your direct transit customers.

o Sending static routes or a default route to our network is
strictly prohibited.

« We'll generally overwrite BGP metric values (e.g., MED) from
peers. Exceptions can be made with prior coordination.

» Peering over multiple sessions is possible. However, you must
advertise the same set of routes across all sessions.

« We do not currently support peering over IPv6.

« For IPv4, we won't accept prefixes smaller (longer) than a /24.

Requirements

To establish a peering session, you must meet the following
conditions:



» PeeringDB: You must have a complete and up-to-date entry
in PeeringDB, including accurate contact information.

o RPKI: Your advertised prefixes must not be RPKI "Invalid." We
perform Route Origin Validation (ROV) and will reject Invalid
routes.

o Communication: You must maintain a responsive NOC that can
be reached via your PeeringDB contacts or other agreed-upon
methods within about one business day.
